1. As you work through the lesson each week, you will notice the last question focuses on a life change from the lesson.  As a result of your study, we encourage you to prepare a personal prayer request based on that life change.
2. In answering your last homework question, we suggest you write your prayer request (preferably on a 3x5 card) so that you may share in class and exchange it with a prayer partner.

3. Please keep requests brief (10-15 words) and be specific, focusing on the life change God has for you from each lesson. Remember to be discreet, because it is not necessary to give all details.
